Dominique Perreault (CAMO – Montreal, Quebec), who appears to be chasing the scoring title (currently tied for first 
place with 11 goals), added three to Canada’s total while Krystina Alogbo (CAMO – Montreal, Quebec), Katie Monton 
(DDO Water Polo Club – Dorval, Quebec), and Christine Robinson (DDO Water Polo Club – Lachine, Quebec) each 
added singles. Rachel Riddell (Pacific Storm – Vancouver, British Columbia) handled the goaltending duties today.  
 
“ I’m very happy with how we played today. The team is learning to balance the scoring. We have had three different five 
goal scorers and everyone has contributed on offense in the first four games. This is a great sign.” said head coach Pat 
Oaten. “ If we stay disciplined at the defensive end, we will have success.”  
 
Team Canada will meet Spain, who beat China today 14-11, in the semi-final game on Saturday with the winner 
advancing to the final. The other semi-final will match the USA against Australia. Russia, Greece, China, and Italy will be 
playing for spots 5 through 8.
