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Team Canadaplaces secondit the FINA World League Super Final

The Canadian women came up a little short today at the World League Super Final in Kirishi, Russia and will be bringing
home the silver medal. The final score in the game was 9-6 in favour of the USA. This was Canada’s best finish ever in
World League competition.

Canada struck first today on a goal by Christine Robinson half way through the first but the Americans would answer
back twice in the last minute and a half of the first and end the quarter with a 2-1 advantage over Canada. Canada would
tie it up in the third on goals from Campbell and Perreault but the US would restore their one goal lead before the quarter
was done. The US opened the third with three unanswered goals and would find the back of the net two more times before
the third was over. Alogbo and Bekhazi scored to keep Canada within striking distance for the fourth and the quarter
ended 9-5. The Canadian defense did what they had to in the final quarter but Canada only managed one goal from
Alogbo. Final score, 9-6 USA.

Team captain Krystina Alogbo (CAMO — Montreal, Quebec) scored twice today for Canada while Tara Campbell (DDO
Water Polo Club — Baie D’ Urfé, Quebec), Dominique Perreault (CAMO — Montreal, Quebec), Joelle Bekhazi (DDO
Water Polo Club — Pointe-Claire, Quebec), and Christine Robinson (DDO Water Polo Club — Lachine, Quebec) each
scored once. Rachel Riddell (Pacific Storm — Vancouver, British Columbia) and Marissa Janssens (DDO Water Polo Club
— Beaconsfield, Quebec) split the goaltending duties today.

“We played undisciplined at the offensive end of the pool and missed our opportunities,” said head coach Pat Oaten. “Our
power play did not convert. All and all we have to use this as a stepping stone for the World Championships this summer.
We know what to work on when we get back to Montreal and are looking forward to the competitions ahead.”

Team Canada will be returning to Montreal on Monday to continue their preparation for the FINA World Championships

from July 17" to August 2™ this summer. The bronze medal was won by Australia with Spain finishing 4™, China 5",
Russia 6", Greece 7" and Italy 8™
