Athletes will be staying in comfortable university dorms on the beautiful UVIC campus, 5 minutes walk from Gyro
Park Beach and the charming Cadboro Bay Village. Athletes do not need to bring their own bedding as the
dorms function like a hotel. There are single and double occupancy rooms on each floor. Chaperones will be
staying in dorms and asked to assist with transportation.

Meals

University of Victoria cafeteria is well known for its varied and ample buffet offering. There are vegetarian
selection served every meal if that is a consideration. Most team meals (breakfast, lunch, dinner) will be arranged
with UVIC cafeteria.

Cost

We will be responsible for making sure athletes are picked up at their arrival and transported back in time to reach
their flights and ferries. Travel is not included in the cost and athletes will need to provide their own transportation
to the greater Victoria Area.

The cost of the camp, including local transportation, meals, training, chaperone fees, coaches’ fees and
transportation as well as airport/ferry transfer service will depend on final numbers.
